The conrse¥ ill proceed primarilf throwgh a nember of
e amples and case stvdies. StedentsV ill also be gi (!:‘n ano g_-r {é’ of the basic insteements,
institetions, and ideas rele Snt to hwman rights.

HMRT-1203. Global Politics (POLS 1603)

This cowrse pro fdes an introdwction to the concepts of nation and state, so éreignt' ,forms
of go érnment, and political consdct. It does so throwgh consideration of isswes in¥ orld
politics, swch as hwman rights and social justice, ecological imbalance, economic inegwalities,
¥ ar, global go rnmental institetions and organizations.

HMRT-2013. Research Methods

The parpose of this cowrse is to gi & stvdents an introdwction to research methodswsed
inthe sted’ of hwman rights. The cowrseV ill incksde methods of data collection as¥ ell as
anal sis of data. The cowrse¥ ill begin¥ ith a general introdw ction to the aims and methods
of research projects. Stedents in this covrse¥ ill do a research project in hwman rightswnder
the swper fsion of the instr ctor. Stadents¥ ill be-e pected to present periodic reports on
the statws of their¥ ork.

HMRT-2023. Human Rights and Literature

economic inegwalities.

HMRT-2033. Human Rights in Theory and Practice

ker dispwtes bt also prepare them to identifl and critical)y analf ze the often<wnspoken
<ander) ing theoretical perspecti & empld’ ed in hwman rights discowrse by scholars and by
ad bcates in their hman rights practice.

HMRT-2043. Non-Western Perspectives on Human Rights

This conrse¥ ille plore philosophic and religiows sowrces owtside the Western canon, on

¥ hich Hyman Rights discowrse can be and has been based. The cultwre spheres of interest

¥ ill be the Middle East, Asia, and Africa. This course criticall ana)f zes non¥ estern theories
concerning the practice of hwman rights as a frame¥ ork for social justice. The cowrse seeks
to place Western Hwman Rights discowrse in a global conte tky drd ing attention to¥ af s
in¥ hich non-Western cultwres ha & addressed questions of indi ldval &rses growp or state
rights, the metaphy sical and political sowrces of rights, and the possibilit’ ofwni Lrsal hwman
dignit’ .

HMRT-2203. Community Economic Development (ECON)
